The City as a Classroom



Una giusta transizione
2006 - Glasgow City Council adopted a 

sexist job evaluation scheme 

May 2017 – Scottish National Party 

elected on manifesto commitment to 

end sex discrimination

Jan 2018 – ten year legal battle ended 

(£1.8 million in legal fees and estimated 

£700,000 in staffing costs)

Dec 2022 – 19,000 claimants £770m

June 2023 – final payments made (est
70% spend in local economy)
